THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS RECEIVED BY WILLIAMSON COUNTY FROM

PRIVATE ACT (PRIVATE ACT CHAPTER NO. 113 OF 1987, AS AMENDED)

WHEREAS, the Tennessee General Assembly established the “Williamson County Adequate School
Facilities Tax” by passage of Chapter 113 of the 1987 Private Act, (“Act™); and

WHEREAS, the Act authorizes Williamson County to set a tax on new residential and commercial
development in an amount not to exceed $1.00 per square foot to be used solely for
school purposes; and

WHEREAS, in 2007 the Williamson County Board of Commissioners, by the adoption of Resolution
3-07-11, approved the assessment of a $1.00 per square foot on the construction of new
residential development, which resolution is attached hereto as Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, in implementing the tax, the Board of County Commissioners declared that the
underlying purpose of implementing the tax was to impose the costs on those who benefit
from the residential improvements and where the result of not implementing the tax
would result in an unfair tax burden on existing residents of Williamson County; and

WHEREAS, at the time of adoption, the Williamson County Board of Commissioners placed an
additional self-imposed restriction on the use of the revenue it received which the Act
does not require; and

WHEREAS, Resolution 3-07-11 provided that all tax funds collected and distributed to Williamson
County pursuant to the Act were required to be deposited in a separate account and used
for the purpose of funding school facilities constructed or renovated but could only be
used to pay the principal and not the interest on school facility projects; and

WHEREAS, the Williamson County Board of Commissioners has determined that the previously
adopted self-imposed restriction on the expenditure of funds received from the Act has
frustrated the purpose as stated in Resolution 3-07-11 for implementing the tax; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Williamson County, pursuant to Private Act
Chapter 113, adopted a Capital Improvement Program indicating the need for the cost of
school facilities;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Williamson County Board of County

imposed restriction adopted in Resolution 03-07-11 which provided that the revenue received by
Williamson County from the Williamson County Adequate School Facilities Tax shall be restricted to
payment of only principal and not the interest for school facility projects;

The intent of this job description is to characterize the typical tasks performed by individuals in this
position and should not be considered an all-inclusive listing of work requirements and duties. Other
tasks may be assigned at the discretion of management including work in other functional areas.

Job Summary: This position organizes, manages and directs all activities of the Animal Control
Department. This position oversees the investigation of complaints and enforcement of all state and local
laws and ordinances pertaining to the control and care of domestic animals in Williamson County.

Essential Duties and Responsibilities:

1. Directs, through subordinates, all aspects of the Animal Control Department which includes all
field operations, shelter operations and emergency management needs for domestic animals.

2. Support and promote comprehensive adoption programs, spay and neuter clinics and education
and outreach programs.

3. Ensure that animals for which euthanasia is the only solution are treated as humanely as possible
throughout the procedure.

4. Interprets and administers the functions of the State and County ordinances and laws.

5. Monitors and oversees the preparation of department budgets, proper disposition of department
revenues and expenses and the preparation of special reports as required.

6. Directs the planning, scheduling and coordination of employees and departmental functions in
Animal Control.

7. Ensures that all volunteers perform duties within the scope of their assignments and dismisses
those who act without approval or directives.

8. Represents and serve as a spokesperson for the Animal Control Department to the County
Commission and various community and civic organizations.

9. Ensures all employees receive the necessary training and updated information to carry out the
functions of their job in an efficient and effective manner.
