• The program is approximately 30-minutes-long. 

• A school laptop, projector and screen or smartboard are required to view the 
program. Sound is required for program video audio. 

• Each student receives a tree seedling to plant at home. 

 
The Tree Wise program content is correlated to the Tennessee State Standards and Williamson 
County Scope & Sequence for kindergarten and first grade. The Tree Wise program reinforces 
3rd quarter standards, sets the stage for 4th quarter standards, and is timely with TN Arbor Day 
being the first Friday in March.
